The University Research Office has recently acquired a legal service and will in 

future be offering this service for research intensive matters.  This means there are 

now four1 ports of call for legal service at Wits: (i) Legal Office, (ii) Wits Enterprise, 

(iii) Wits Research Office and (iv) Wits Health Consortium.
